Village President Williams called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Items Discussed:

Old Business

· Update from DOCAS Dawn Tubbs on the redemption of property located at 123 1st street.  Village will consider taking the deed over in July.  President Williams suggested that Dawn Tubbs get in contact with Roger Harris or Barry Swanson to see if either of them was still interested in purchasing the property.  Both Roger Harris and Barry Swanson have shown interest in purchasing the property in the past.

· Village President Williams and DOCAS Dawn Tubbs reviewed their meeting with SCC Real Estate, LLC on March 21, 2007.  President Williams and Dawn Tubbs felt it was a good informational meeting between the two parties and that they would both work together to create a new Ordinance between T.I.F. #1 and SCC Real Estate.
· Update from President Williams and DOCAS Dawn Tubbs on their meeting with Ehlers & Associates on March 28, 2007.  Ehlers recommends that the Village include all major projects such as the downtown drainage project and a new Village Hall together in one lump sum before going out for bonds.  Originally the Village talked about acquiring bonds as they needed them for each individual phase of the downtown drainage project.  By putting all of the projects together there’s a stronger chance all the projects will be completed in a reasonable time frame while making it more cost effective for the Village.

· There was discussion amongst the Trustees and the President on the current state of our Radium problem in the water supply.  President Williams inquired as to whether the Aerator that is to be installed up in the Merry Oaks pump house will eliminate taste as well as smell.  According to Brent Morlok – Village Engineer, the Aerator will control both the taste and the smell of the water that is being pumped to the residents.  Trustee Brewer was curious to know if we opted out of the Aerator at this time to save money, would it be easy to install one in the future when more money is readily available.  Brent Morlok informed everyone that it all depended on what the plans showed for putting in new pumps up at the pump house.  Until he has reviewed the plans we wouldn’t be able to say for sure whether or not the Aerator could be added at a later date.
· Trustee Mark Gast brought up the dispute over Eyerman’s water bill.   It was agreed upon that Village Clerk – Karen Hopkins, Trustee Mark Gast and Trustee Don Brewer would set up a meeting with Mr. Eyerman to discuss and finalize his bill.
· President Williams mentioned he received a letter of appointment from Steve Massarolo requesting he be appointed to a higher rank within the fire department.  President Williams requested this issue be taken to committee first.

New Business:

· Carbon Cliff was one of three cities in the entire United States to be considered for the construction of an Ethanol Plant.  Sanco Energy LLC, has sent out a packet of information to DOCAS Dawn Tubbs regarding the Ethanol Plant.  The board suggested that DOCAS Dawn Tubbs bring back more information to the board before they make any decisions as to be all for or against an Ethanol Plant located within the Village.
· President Williams brought up that with the new Wal-Mart being built in Silvis there will be a water drainage issue that the Village will have to look into.  He has talked with Silvis and they are willing to work with us on setting up requirements for Wal-Mart to help control the drainage off of their property.

· President Williams mentioned that the Village might want to consider taking over the East Lawn Well.  President Williams felt it was something we should look at as a possible way of helping with the radium problem.

· President Williams reviewed the IMRF rates for 2008.  They went down to 14.59 which is .06% less than the 2007 rates.

· President Williams went over the Tax Levy Confirmation from Rock Island County.  One key note he pointed out was that since we’ve switched to Home Rule from Non-Home Rule we have lowered the Village’s property taxes.

· President Williams proposed creating an ordinance that would allow the Village to shut off residence that only had a sewer connection with the Village upon non payment of their sewer bill.  If we go ahead with this ordinance, a special valve would have to be purchased for each resident in violation.  The Village would then have to dig up the sewer line, install the shut off, and then shut off the sewer to the property.  Having the sewer shut off option would allow us to discontinue their service instead of repeatedly filing liens on the property.  As of now there are several properties within the Village that have between $500.00 and $1,000.00 worth of debt owed to the Village.

· President Williams wanted to inform everyone that he had to stop Elizabeth Rogers from working on her home over the weekend.  She was in violation of the building code and needed to acquire the appropriate permits before she could continue the work.  President Williams asked that DOCAS Dawn Tubbs follow up with issuing a stop work order.

· The Clerk’s office has received a bid on an F-350 from Reynolds Ford.  The President and Village Board of Trustees decided that all bids for the F-350 will go to committee first to be discussed.
